Date of Parade: Saturday, July 10, 2010 starting at 10:00am sharp
Note: All participants must begin lining up starting at 9:00am

Staging area will be along Frontage Road. Parade route will be along 3" Ave from Frontage Road to
Pacific Park. The parade route is approximately one mile.

Check in will be along Frontage Road, starting at and heading south from
the King Oscar Motel.
Do not park under Hwy 167 along 3" SW unless specifically directed to do so.
Look for directions from the parade officials who will be wearing teal tee shirts.

Participants will be organized at the sole discretion of the Parade Committee.

The Committee will give preference to Vendors/Participants who participated in Pacific Days 2009
events.

Nothing may be thrown or shot from ANY moving vehicle - runners may distribute candy
alongside.
